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(1) Japan is aiming to further increase the annual number of incoming foreign tourists to 40
million by 2020.

(2) This could help attract more tourists to areas that have benefited less from the tourism

boom than large cities.

(3) The Olympics left a negative legacy for Nagano, but with all the money spent it will be

worse for Tokyo.

(4) The industrial part of Japan always needs to be innovative and creative and always more

competitive.

(5) I think holding the Nagano Olympics made a big contribution, but the Tokyo Olympics will
be much bigger and it's very important that it leaves a legacy for the whole of Japan, not

just Tokyo.

(6) The weaker yen makes Japanese exports more competitive and raises the price of

imported goods.
